Our despair has turned to joy because our eyes are seeing that the spiritual climate of this city of 3.5 
million souls is being forever altered. And now, many – even millions – will find the true meaning of 
Christmas because its most influential citizen and his office are being transformed. Awesome! 

The enclosed book excerpt is our Christmas gift to you. It contains the most profound spiritual 
lesson we have ever learned, and one destined to shape the balance of our lives. This is why we can 
confidently say that we are not giving you just a booklet but a portion of our heart. While writing it 
I was overcome time and again by spiritual brokenness, and when my staff read the manuscript, they 
did it through tears elicited by truth touching the very core of the soul. Its message is about how to 
turn success into a legacy to others (especially our children) instead of a monument to ourselves.
