the purchase of 420 acres of land.

We then drove to the homes of where many of the orphans lived. Many of them were sick
and others who were not sick wereut of school because of a lack of funds. These are
families below that wes sick with HIV Aids and Tubelwsis and the children were rto
attending school becaesof alack offunds. A grandmother with 8 orphamghose daughter
died from HIV AIDS, father with HIV Aidsvith his 5 children, andhe moter is also dying

from HIV AIDS, and also a mothath asick child.

School fees for four children were paid in full including uniforms, books, pencils, pens

blankets, soap, food andedlication for the sick father and the sick children.

Pastor Flora, Mrs. Bussane,
Mrs. Massumane, Mama Teresa, and Beauty our interpreter accompanied us. Pastor André
was the driver of the van.
